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AMOS 

   
3519. Amos 1:1 Amos is a herdsman of Tekoa which is south 

of Jerusalem in Judah; King Uzziah has a 
prophesy about Israel two years before the 
earthquake. 

   
3520. Amos 1:2-3 God will roar from Zion against Damascus for 

destroying Gilead. 
   
3521. Amos 1:4-5 Damascus and Syria will go captive into Kir 

for their war against Gilead. 
   
3522. Amos 1:6-8 For the transgressions of Gaza (Captivity and 

being delivered to Edom) God will send fire 
and cut off Ashdod, Ashkelon, and Ekron; the 
Philistines shall perish from the southeast 
Mediterranean coast. 

   
3523. Amos 1:9-10 God’s vengeance against Tyrus for breaking 

the covenant and taking Edom; God will send 
fire. 

   
3524. Amos 1:11-13 God’s wrath upon Edom, fire on Bozrah and 

Ammon for crimes against Gilead's women. 
   
3525. Amos 1:14-15 In “The Day of The Whirlwind,” Rabbah, 

Ammon will burn, its kings and princes will 
go into captivity. 

   
3526. Amos 2:1-3 God’s wrath upon Moab; fire on Kirioth; God 

will cut off the judge and slay the princes. 
   
3527. Amos 2:4-5 God’s wrath upon Judah for lies and 

disobedience; fire on the palaces of Jerusalem. 
   
3528. Amos 2:6-8 God’s wrath upon Israel; father and son laying 

with the same maid; the poor are sold; 
godlessness. 

   
3529. Amos 2:9-16 God speaking to Israel: “I destroyed your 

enemies and brought you out of Egypt, yet 
you sinned against Me, gave wine to your 
Nazarites, and stopped the prophets.”

3530. Amos 3:1-8 God speaking wrath to Israel for 
disobedience, disagreement, and sin. 

   
3531. Amos 3:9-15 God: “Assemble in Samaria and witness great 

tumults; I’ll bring down your strength, I will 
visit your transgressions, cut off the horns of 
your altar, and destroy your great houses.” 

   
3532. Amos 4:1-3 God’s wrath upon Israel at Samaria: “With 

fleshhooks you will be taken away!” 
   
3533. Amos 4:4-6 God: “Come and transgress at Bethel and 

Gilgal; I’ve given you everything for sin.” 
   
3534. Amos 4:7-11 God: “I have brought selective rain, blasting, 

mildew, palmerworm, and pestilence; like 
Sodom and Gomorrah; yet you have not 
returned to me.” 

   
3535. Amos 4:12-13 God: “Israel, prepare to meet your God!; ‘the 

God of all creation.’” 
   
3536. Amos 5:1-3 God’s lamentation against Israel: “The Virgin 

of Israel is fallen, diminished!” 
   
3537. Amos 5:4-14 God tells Israel to seek Him and live, He who 

made the stars, “I know your sins!” 
   
3538. Amos 5:15-20 God to “The remnant of Joseph:” “Woe 

comes with the ‘Day of the Lord,’ darkness, 
not light.” 

   
3539. Amos 5:21-27 God: “I will not smell your solemn assemblies 

or offerings; you worship Moloch and 
Chiun!” 

   
3540. Amos 6:1-6 Woe to Zion and Samaria; “You are drunk 

and lazy; the enemy is on your border!” 
   
3541. Amos 6:7-14 God’s wrath is coming to Israel; He abhors 

the House of Jacob; punishment is coming. 
   
3542. Amos 7:1-6 Amos is talking to God, appealing for Israel’s 

forgiveness; GOD REPENTS TWICE. 
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3543. Amos 7:7-9 AMOS SEES GOD with a plumbline in His 
hand, set in the midst of Israel; it will lay 
waste. 

   
3544. Amos 7:10 Priest Amaziah of Bethel reports Amos’ 

words to King Jeroboam of Israel; he is angry. 
   
3545. Amos 7:11-13 Amaziah tells King Jeroboam that Amos says 

he will die; Amaziah tells Amos to flee to 
Judah. 

   
3546. Amos 7:14-15 Amos tells Amaziah he (Amos) was not a 

prophet but a fruitgatherer whom God called 
to prophesy to Israel. 

   
3547. Amos 7:16-17 Amos relays to Amaziah: “Your wife shall be 

a harlot, your children killed, and Israel will 
go into captivity.” 

   
3548. Amos 8:1-3 Disaster is coming to Israel; dead bodies will 

be everywhere, cast away in silence. 
   
3549. Amos 8:4-8 God accuses Israel of hurting the poor and 

crooked weights; He says the earth will rise 
up like a flood. 

   
3550. Amos 8:9 GOD WILL CAUSE THE SUN TO GO 

DOWN AT NOON AND DARKEN THE 
EARTH. 

   
3551. Amos 8:10-14 God’s condemnation on Israel; baldness, 

famine of God’s Word, and God’s desertion. 
   
3552. Amos 9:1 AMOS SEES GOD STANDING UPON THE 

ALTAR; God tells him to smite the door with 
lintel. 

   
3553. Amos 9:2-4 None can escape God’s sword, there is no 

place to hide, and God will find and destroy 
all. 

   
3554. Amos 9:5-10 God: “The earth shall melt; I have delivered 

you; I’ll destroy you; you are doomed!” 
   
3555. Amos 9:11 God has finished the punishment of Israel; 

now will rebuild the Tabernacle of David. 
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3556. Amos 9:12-13 God is renewing the land from Edom; great 

harvests are coming; the hills shall melt. 
   
3557. Amos 9:14-15 God will restore Israel, rebuild the cities, and 

make gardens; Israel will never be pulled up 
out of their land.
