3597. Micah 1:1 Micah, the Morasthite, is a prophet during the 

reigns of Judah’s Kings Jotham, Ahaz, and 
Hezekiah. 

   
3598. Micah 1:2-4 Prophet Micah preaches God’s coming to 

destroy the land and to melt the hills and 
valleys. 

   
3599. Micah 1:5-7 God’s vengeance for the sins of Jacob, Israel, 

Samaria, Judah, and Jerusalem for their idols. 
   
3600. Micah 1:8 Prophet Micah says he will go naked, wailing 

like dragons and mourning like owls. 
   
3601. Micah 1:9-12 Micah says: “The sin wound is incurable for 

Judah; weep, roll in the dust; evil is come to 
Jerusalem!” 

   
3602. Micah 1:13-16 Micah: “Zion and Israel are doomed; shave 

your heads to show your captivity!” 
   
3603. Micah 2:1-3 God: “Woe to the iniquity of evildoers, 

covetors, and oppressors; you will not 
escape!” 

   
3604. Micah 2:4-6 Bad parables, lamentations, and divisions 

have come upon them; no prophecy is 
allowed, only shame. 

   
3605. Micah 2:7-11 House of Jacob’s sins: casting out women, 

pollution, lying spirituals, and false prophets. 
   
3606. Micah 2:12-13 The remnant of Jacob (Israel) will be 

assembled; the breaker has come; God will 
lead. 

   
3607. Micah 3:1-4 Prophet Micah to Israel: “Judgment must 

come to the killers of God’s people; God will 
not hear your cries.” 

   
3608. Micah 3:5-7 God: “Your prophets are false; darkness to 

you; your seers and diviners are false; God 
gives you no answer!” 
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3609. Micah 3:8-12 Prophet Micah is given power to condemn 

Israel, Zion, false judges, priests, and 
prophets. 

   
3610. Micah 4:1-2 IN THE LAST DAYS THE  “MOUNTAIN 

OF THE LORD” IS ESTABLISHED; THE 
PEOPLE WILL COME FOR TRUTH. 

   
3611. Micah 4:3 GOD SHALL JUDGE AND REBUKE ALL 

NATIONS; THEY SHALL BEAT THEIR 
SWORDS INTO PLOWSHARES AND 
THEIR SPEARS INTO PRUNING HOOKS; 
NATION SHALL NOT LIFT UP SWORD 
AGAINST NATION; THERE WILL BE NO 
MORE WARS. 

   
3612. Micah 4:4-7 Man shall sit under the fig tree and walk with 

God; the nations will be redeemed; God will 
reign from Zion. 

   
3613. Micah 4:8-13 Dominion to Zion; they will go out as flocks 

and deliver justice to all lands of the enemy. 
   
3614. Micah 5:1 God’s punishment against Israel for their sins. 
   
3615. Micah 5:2 DIRECT PROPHESY OF JESUS, 

BETHLEHEM, AND JUDAH; TO BE 
RULER OF ISRAEL; IT IS DONE BEFORE 
CREATION AND THE BEGINNING OF 
TIME. 

   
3616. Micah 5:3-4 JESUS WILL GIVE UP CONTROL FOR A 

SEASON OF CHAOS…AND THEN 
RETURN. 

   
3617. Micah 5:5-6 JESUS SHALL BE THE ONLY PEACE IN 

CONFLICTS WITH ASSYRIA, WHICH 
WILL BE DEFEATED. 

   
3618. Micah 5:7-8 Israel (Jews) dispersion over the whole world 

as prophesied; but they will be rescued by 
God. 

   
3619. Micah 5:9-15 God’s vengeance against the sins of Israel and 

His fury against the heathen. 
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3620. Micah 6:1-5 God speaking to Israel; asking why they 

turned from Him; giving their history. 
   
3621. Micah 6:6-7 Prophet Micah admonishing Israel, saying 

their offerings don’t count for repentance. 
   
3622. Micah 6:8 GOD’S REQUIREMENTS: TO DO 

JUSTLY; TO LOVE MERCY; TO WALK 
HUMBLY WITH GOD. 

   
3623. Micah 6:9-16 God’s cry for repentance but doubt because 

Israel continues in sin. 
   
3624. Micah 7:1-4 Micah crying woe, “Good men perish, evil 

men attack, and the Judge does nothing!” 
   
3625. Micah 7:5-6 Prophet Micah: “Don’t trust friends, don’t 

talk, your sons and daughters dishonor 
parents, and enemies are in your homes!” 

   
3626. Micah 7:7-9 Micah: “Turn to God, bear His indignation, 

and let Him judge; He will forgive. 
   
3627. Micah 7:10-13 Enemies shall see God’s forgiveness; the 

Assyrian enemy will bring God’s vengeance. 
   
3628. Micah 7:14-17 Prophet Micah calling down God’s 

vengeance; people will know and fear God. 
   
3629. Micah 7:18-20 God will finally pardon Israel’s iniquities, 

have compassion, cast their sins into the depth 
of the sea, and have the truth of Jacob and the 
mercy of Abraham.
